• New data editing web tool (Angular)  – interlinked with the 
current editing tool for LeUs, establishments and local units 

• Extension of the data production process with the units EG - ENT 

• Consideration of LeUs registered in Austria and which are 
economically active in national SBR   

• LeUs of ENTs not in the coverage of current SBS  Calculated 
with administrative sources and model based estimation  

• Additive variables are summed up 

• Non additive variables: Main items reported by the NDCs, 
detailed items calculated by STAT 
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Conclusions and future developments 

• Additive vs. non additive variables – experiences from other MS 
and SBS survey 2018  

• Data for ENTs for the full set of SBS variables for Eurostat – but not 
for all detailed variables in the national SBS survey 

• Implementation of automatic consolidation of SBS variables – 
based on experiences from the survey and other countries  

• Extension of manual delineation of enterprises to medium sizes 
EG (about 200 EG with be in the final frame for manual 
delineation) 

• Advancement of methods for automatic delineation 

• RY 2018 is a first step - full implementation with FRIBS including a 
revision of the system of SU in SBS 
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Conclusions and future developments 

• Data availability differs between EG – a standardised approach 
will be difficult   individual approaches 

• Different accounting systems (IFRS, National GAAPs)– data 
comparability 

• Share of estimated figures will raise due to the fact that detailed 
information for ENTs are not available 

• Harmonised versus detailed data  

• Closer cooperation between NSIs is needed 

• Communication to users 

• Harmonised strategy for other statistical domains than SBS is 
needed – European approach is appreciated
