 The Intergroup wants to take full
advantage of the Parliament’s new
legislative powers regarding public
services and of Art. 14 of the Lisbon
Treaty that covers Services of General
Economic Interest.

 The Intergroup intends to promote
new legislation protecting local
authorities responsible for public
services
