1 Context

Key elements of international trade in goods, and on which the customs declarations are based, are the
tariff classification of the goods, their origin and their value. These three elements are essential for the
calculation of customs duties.

Advance rulings (in the European Union, these are described as customs decisions, also known as
Binding Information) relating to key elements of such trade operations are already established. Such
decisions cover the determination of tariff classification and origin of goods.

On the other hand, advance rulings in the field of Customs Valuation are currently not available in the EU.

Objective of this exploratory public consultation

This consultation looks at advance rulings in the field of Customs Valuation and seeks your views. We
would like to gather your views on:

® the level of interest in, and the need for, a possible initiative by the Commission, on the basis of the
Union Customs Code, to establish a legal basis for Binding Value Information.

® the potential scope of Binding Value Information, identifying those elements (components) of the
customs value of goods which could be covered by such decisions.

The results will feed into the more general project undertaken by the European Commission on the
analysis of the need, relevance, scope, feasibility and implications of a possible initiative to provide for
Binding Value Information at EU level.
